                     Greetings from 1st grade!!
   Below is information about what will be happening this week and important
reminders. If there are any questions or concerns please let me know.

           Reminders / Upcoming Events.

READING
- This week’s story is Story of a Blue Bird. Our vocabulary words are brother, from,

mother, sister, walked. The students need to be able to say them quickly without having to
sound them out. Have your child use the words in a sentence and find them in a
book or magazine. Also, create a sentence with a missing vocabulary word
and have your child figure out what word belongs in the sentence. This
story focuses on ur, ir, and er words. When reading Story of a Blue
Bird, focus on ur, ir, and er words (bird, brother, surprised, etc.).
The students will take their test over Story of a Blue Bird on
Friday, May 1.

- The blue take home story this week is Bird’s Nests.  Please return this book the next day.
Inside the book I placed a sheet of questions to discuss with your child orally and some
activities to go along with the story. Responses to the questions and completed activities
may stay at home.

SPELLING
- This week we will focus on spelling hurt, burn, bird, girl, first, serve. The students

will take their test for these words on Friday, May 1. Also, there will be an extra
challenge word on the test. The challenge word follows the same pattern as one of the
spelling words. While practicing the spelling words practice other ir and ur words that
have the same ending (-irl and -urn).

MATH
- We will begin Chapter 13, Fractions. There will be a paper sent

home explaining all the math vocabulary and concepts we will
cover in this chapter.

- We will begin by identifying shapes that are divided into equal
parts and shapes that are divided into halves.  

- Once we are familiar with the one half fractions, we will learn about one fourth, one
third, and one sixth fractions.

- At home continue working on addition facts to 20  ( _ + _= 20) and subtraction facts
from 20 (20 - __ = __ ).

SOCIAL STUDIES

- This week we will travel to our last continent, Asia. We will study the
country of Saudi Arabia. We will begin by locating Saudi Arabia on the
map, identifying their flag, and learning about their land, weather, and animals.

SCIENCE
- The students will complete Chapter 1, The Earth. We will review on Monday and then

take our test over The Earth on Tuesday, April 28.

- We will also begin Chapter 2, Weather. There will be a paper sent home
explaining what will be covered in Chapter 2 and different experiments the
students can complete at home. We will begin by creating a chart of our
weather for this week and discuss different types of weather.

Please make sure to go through your child’s homework folder nightly for any important
information or homework that may need completed. Also, keep reading nightly for at least 15
minutes with your child.      

The students have library every Wednesday afternoon with Mrs. Eiden. Please make sure
your child has their library book with them on Wednesday!
